(CNN) Two people remained missing in the rubble of an
archive building that collapsed in Cologne’s city center,
a spokesman for the city’s fire department said Wednesday.

The two missing men were in a residential building next to
the archive building when it collapsed Tuesday afternoon.
The building they were in was heavily damaged by a second
building that collapsed, spokesman Stefan Besslich said.

One person in that adjacent building was injured, he said.
Authorities haven’t yet determined what brought down the
structure, which housed the city’s historical archive,
with records going back 1,000 years, Besslich said.

With rain forecast for Wednesday afternoon, Besslich said
authorities were working to cover the building so the
records are kept dry. They are also starting the task of
removing the records to keep them safe, he said.

It’s still too early to speculate on the cause, Besslich
said. The search for people is an absolute priority (and)
the covering of the building is an absolute priority.

“DNA and Genealogy”

Are You My Cousin?
[Excerpts]

The science of DNA is complex. A simpler, non-technical
explanation follows.

The only way to determine anything about your ancestry based
on your DNA is to find your genetic matches and then compare
your paper (or digital) family tree with theirs. Because you and
your matches share a common ancestor, their research could fill
gaps in your own -- and vis versa.

If you have a DNA match, you and your genetic matches will be
able to contact one another. This function is what really makes
the process worthwhile, because it enables two previously
unacquainted people to work together on tracing their shared
family tree.

Smeltzer DNA Research
by: Bernard Kouchel

John F. Smeltzer of Fort Collins, CO has been researching
the Smeltzer origins through DNA testing. This is his
recent update:

“In our Smeltzer Y-DNA testing we have three distinct
family lines that are all in the category of R1b1b2 which is
of European origin and has been often called the "Celtic"
line. It is a line that is found primarily in western Europe,
including Germany and England. The Irish-Palatinate
Smeltzer line of Peter Smelzer has tested R1b1b2. And,
the lines of Paulser Smelser (Johannes Balthasar
Schmeltzer) b. abt 1720 probably Neunkirchen,
Saarland, Germany AND the line of Valentin Schmeltzer b.
abt 1705 Sankt Alban, Germany have also tested R1b1b2.
That means that they DO share a common ancestor back in
history. However, the lines are different enough
genetically to show that they separated from a common
ancestor at least 1000 years ago and each took off on their
own genetic and history making pathway.

“These R1b1b2 lines are distinct from the other primary set
of "I" (Eye) lines of melser/Schmeltzer/Schmelzer/Smeltzer
in Europe and North America. The "I" lines include my
line and at least one other major line of Johannes Adam
Schmeltzer b. abt 1755 in Pennsylvania. These lines are
primarily northern European lines originating in northern
France, northern Germany and the Netherlands. And then
we have at least three other lines of Schmeltzer / Smeltzer /
Schmelzer whose origins are not so clear. One is alleged
to be related to the composer Johan Heinrich Schmelzer, a
musical contemporary of Johan Sebastian Bach. His
genetic line is described as "R1a" which is primarily an
eastern Europe line coming from Austria, Hungary, Poland
and the Ukraine.

“We also have a line of Schmeltzer that appears to have
descended from a Asian line that may be attributable to the
invasion of Genghis Khan into Europe in the era of about
900 AD. His is a somewhat mysterious "G" line with very
close similarities with the "C" type of western Asia.”....

Several Smeltzers are buried in Union Cemetery in Ramsey
NJ, including John Jr., J. Stuart, Walter, Chester A. (former
mayor of Ramsey and Bergen County Freeholder), and
Dorothea Smeltzer Schleuning.
